Our warm and nurturing teachers will ensure each child feels comfortable, developing confidence
and independence. The programme enables children to lay a strong foundation in Mandarin at a time when they are at their most
susceptible for language learning.

This programme takes the best from our current Early Readers and Mandarin EduDrama programmes. Engaging activities, including
storytelling, role play, music and movement, art and craft and writing practice will enable children to develop their competency
in all four components of language learning: speaking and listening, reading and writing. Most importantly they will enjoy the
learning process.

This signature programme enables preschool children to absorb Standard Mandarin naturally and gain an insight into Chinese
culture in the process. Our passionate Mandarin educators, trained in a variety of traditional Chinese performance and visual arts,
lead children through a series of expressive disciplines including Chinese music, folk dance and rhythm practice; drama activities,
performance and role play; calligraphy and Chinese brush painting.

This Maths programme is specifically designed to teach children to count with the fingers of both hands. This leads to the ability to
use more complex and skilled finger movements which enable the children to calculate rapidly and accurately.
