Our highly creative teachers use stories, drama, music, songs,
poems and share information about things that interest children, to motivate them to speak Mandarin, as
well as to read and write it. Students will learn most of their speech work through drama, which is a natural
extension of child’s play, and an enjoyable, stimulating way to learn.

The Mandarin Creative Writing Programme uses specific techniques, strategies and highly stimulating
activities that enable primary students to understand and enjoy using the essential elements of spoken
and written Mandarin. Our teaching method revolves strongly around the use of drama and this has proven
to be very successful. Students who have attended this programme are able to converse more confidently
and expressively. They also begin to write more creatively.

For 2011, we recommend the following programmes for your school:

Mandarin Speech and Drama P1- P6 (1 or 1%z hour sessions)

Speech and Drama allows students to build confidence and self esteem, and to master the techniques
necessary for effective communication of the spoken word. Classes aim to build the students’command of
standard Mandarin, promote enjoyment of language in all its forms, and produce students who are vocally
and physically expressive, with speech that is clear, colourful and individual. Our classes are aligned closely
with the school curriculum, and, we use high quality literature to develop enjoyment and appreciation of
language and literacy.

Mandarin Creative Writing P1- P6 (12 hour sessions)

The foundations for speaking, reading and writing Mandarin are incorporated in our programmes in a fun,
creative learning environment, and children learn how to use language more systematically and effectively.
Students are introduced to specific strategies to stimulate their imagination when composing their own
literature. Students learn how to express their own ideas in highly creative ways, while paying attention to
details such as grammar and style.
